Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

The Third Sunday of Advent for this liturgical year begins with these words from prophet Isaiah: “The
desert and the parched land will exult; the steppe will rejoice and bloom. They will bloom with abundant
flowers, and rejoice with joyful songs. [...]. Strengthen the hands that are feeble, make firm the knees that
are weak, say to those whose hearts are frightened: Be strong, fear not! Here is your God, He comes with
vindication; with divine recompense he comes to save you" (Is 35:1-4).

These words of Isaiah describe what God's plan was to make things better for God's people. Starting with
the land, God would turn their desert, arid lands into gardens bursting with vegetation and beauty.
Subsequently, God freed the weak, sick, blind and lame of their afflictions; He crowned them with
everlasting joy.What God planned for His people is HOPE—to hope always in Him.

Many people often misunderstand hope, thinking or equating hope as gaining an object, such as winning a
lottery or receiving a thing. Christian concept of hope is always the person. That person is the person of
Jesus, who is God's hope for humanity. In Him, the blind see, the mute talk, the deaf hear, sinners are
saved, and the gift of eternal life is given for the salvation of humanity.

Jesus is the focus of Christian life. The Gospel of Matthew this week directs us to John the Baptist, who
sent his disciples to Jesus, with this question: “Are you the one who is to come, or should we look for
another?” Examined carefully, we see that the question coming from the disciples of John the Baptist is on
the person, not on an object or a concept. That is why, after the disciples of John the Baptist had left, Jesus
addressed the crowd by saying: “What did you go out to the desert to see? A reed swayed by the wind? [...].
Someone dressed in fine clothing? [...]. Amen, | say to you, among those born of women there has been
none greater than John the Baptist; yet the least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he." The address
of Jesus is about the person created in the image of God, not the fine clothing or a reed swaying in the
wind.

As we journey through the four weeks of Advent, remember that our faith and our hope must be in Jesus.
Advent asks us to prepare for Jesus; it invites us to hope in Him, and to trust or to have faith in Him.
Advent directs our focus to Jesus, instead of a consumerist mentality, especially as we approach the
festivity of Christmas.

The Monday following the third Sunday of Advent marks the celebration of Our Lady of Guadalupe. What
occurred at the hill of Tepeyac, Mexico in 1531, where Juan Diego first encountered the Virgin Mother,
recalls the same prophecy that Isaiah uttered to the people. Just as Isaiah prophesied that a desert or
parched land shall bloom, roses bloomed during the cold month of December at Tepeyac as a sign of
God's hope to the people of Mexico. That is, no longer do the people have to worship pagan gods and
offer human sacrifice. The Son in the womb of the Virgin Mother is the only worship; He is the only
sacrifice, for He offered one sacrifice for all (Hebrews 7:27). To our brothers and sisters from the Hispanic
Community: Happy Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe. Viva la Virgen Guadalupe!

Together with my brother priests, Fathers Luis and Nicolas, | invoke God's blessings through the
intercession of the Virgin Mary on you and your family.Saint Polycarp, pray for us.

Saint of the Week

Saint Damasus served as bishop of Rome for 18
years as Pope Damasus | (366-384). He had to
endure significant controversy early in his pontifical
reign when a factional group of bishops insisted that
their chosen claimant, Ursinus, was the true pope.
Both sides resorted to violence before the issue was
decided in favor of Damasus. He went on to make
the unification of the Church a central focus of his
papacy and fervently fought to counter any division
caused by the many heretical teachings of his time.
While he was pope, Christianity was declared the
official religion of the Roman Empire and Rome's
authority in the Church was decided by a synod that
Damasus called in 382. This synod established Rome
as the direct descendant of the Church founded by
the apostle Saint Peter, the apostolic see, and put
an end to confusion stemming from Constantinople,
which some were already calling 'The New Rome'.
To further unify the Church, Damasus introduced
Latin as the principle liturgical language and
commissioned his secretary, Saint Jerome, to
compile and revise the various translations of the
Bible into one official transiation to be used by the
entire Church: The Latin Vulgate. This successfully
preserved the original Scriptures by making them
more accessible to the average Christian.

A writer and poet himself, Saint Damasus lives on

in history through his many epigrams and verse
inscriptions that can be found on the Roman
catacombs that he restored during his papacy.

Saint Jerome described his friend, Pope Damasus,
as being "an incomparable person, learned in the
Scriptures, a virgin doctor of the virgin Church, who
loved chastity and heard its praises with pleasure.”

THE SEASON THAT
GIVES BACK

I don't have anything left to give.

Raise your hand if these thoughts have ever
run through your head. I'm sure they occur to
all of us from time to time, We can become

so easily depleted by the fast pace of life

and whatever vocation God has called us

to, whether that's parenthood, a demanding
professional career or the caretaking of
friends and family (or as so often happens, a
hybrid of all three). Many of us also undergo
certain seasons — seasons of the year, but also
seasons of life — that seem to sap us of energy
and leave us totally empty.

In these times, it seems Impossibie to continue
in the spirituality of Everyday Stewardship.

Our prayer group is discussing ways
we can change and strengthen our
faith. What one thing could we change
that would have the greatest impact

on our faith?

A famous coach once said that when the
team is in trouble and things aren't going

well, go back to the basics; when the team is
winning and things are going well, go back

to the basics! Any renewal program, faith
development, or spiritual growth effort has

to start with the basic core of what it means
to believe. If the foundation is not strong, the
house will not stand. So if you work on one
thing, begin with the idea that God is love,
who loves us and calis us to love one another.
If we really take that belief to heart, it changes
how we see God, ourselves, and one another.
It would change how we pray, how we treat
others, and how we understand and live our
own life. OQur sense of mission and purpose will
be more focused on God's plan and our role

Graciousness, mindfulness, prayerfulness,
aratitude, accountability — maintaining some
semblance of these characteristics in our daily
life feels not only overly optimistic, but totally
impossible.

The Church gives us certain liturgical seasons
that are meant to fill us up, almost like spiritual
pit stops. Advent is one such season, and the
Scriptural passages we reflect on at Mass
during these four weeks are filled with images
of nature defied. We see the dry steppe
blooming. We see the weak made firm. We see
the frightened made strong. We see the lame
walk. We see the Virgin give birth.

If you think you don't have anything left

to give this Advent, think again. This is the
season of miracles when what we thought was
depleted brings new life
