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Greetings and peace from the Risen Lord Jesus to you. As you gather for the Holy Mass on this
Fourth Sunday of Easter or Good Shepherd Sunday, a beautiful Gospel message from the Gospel of
John is proclaimed to you: “Whoever enters through the gate is the shepherd of the sheep... The
sheep hear his voice, as the shepherd calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he
has driven out all his own, he walks ahead of them, and the sheep follow him, because they
recognize his voice... | am the gate for the sheep” (Jn 10: 1-10).

Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

It is a beautiful image to see Jesus uses the metaphor of a shepherd and his sheep to describe his
relationship with his follower. “Jesus claims to be the gate for the sheep and the Good Shepherd
who lays down his life for them, contrasting himself with those who are thieves and robbers, who
only come to steal and destroy” (www.youngcatholics.com).

The image of Jesus as the Good Shepherd is echoed also in today's Responsorial Psalm. That is
Psalm 23, a well-known and familiar psalm that announces, “The Lord is my shepherd, there is
nothing | shall want. In verdant pastures he gives me repose; beside restful waters he leads me; he
refreshes my soul”. With a staff in His hands, the Lord as the Shepherd guides, encourages, and
leads us through the dark valley. Leading us to a safe and green pasture, He spreads a table for us;
He anoints our head with oils.

Another image associated with the Good Shepherd is the image of the Lord as the gate or door
through which the flock enters. Pope Francis explained, “All those who came before and did not
enter through that door were thieves and brigands, or wanted to take advantage of the flock: false
pastors. And in the history of the Church there have been many who have exploited the flock. They
were interested not in the flock, but in advancing their careers, or politics, or money. But the flock
recognizes them, has always recognized them, and has gone in search of God on their own

path” (Pope Francis' Homily of Sunday, March 3, 2020).

Taken to heart the words of Pope Francis, | invite you to pray for the shepherds of the Church.
Please pray for our bishops and priests, that these sacred ministers may always follow and live out
the role of the good shepherd which God has entrusted them. Pray also for our seminarians who
study for the priesthood of Jesus, that they may learn from the Good Shepherd Jesus a life of
humble service.

Lastly, together with my brother priests (Fr. Luis and Fr. Nicolas), may | take this opportunity to
thank you for your continued support of our priestly vocation. Despite our unworthiness, you have
accepted and accompanied with us, and welcome us as Jesus in your midst. May the kindness of
the Good Shepherd Jesus follow us all the days of our life, Saint Polycarp, pray for us.

Twenty years of blessings! What an adventure for my spiritual life since | was accepted as a Deacon on May 3,
2003. Hello everyone, my name is Ramiro Millan Lopez and as | commemorate my 20th year of being a Deacon, |
am thankful to be a servant to the Lord and a family member here at St. Polycarp. We lived in Baldwin Park for 5
years then we moved to Colton for a year. We then settled here in Orange County ever since.

Did you know that | did not receive my 1st Communion or my Confirmation until | was nineteen years old? Yes,
indeed | was an RCIA student. The way | started my Spiritual life was through a Spanish retreat here at St.

Cut to the Heart

Everyone who has been married knows this
feeling: you're in the midst of a disagreement
with your spouse.

So where do you go from here? The only way
forward is to own it. Fess up. Grab a fork and
dig into that humble pie. It makes me cringe just
to write about it, because it's the worst feeling.

| use the example of marriage because it's

the one I'm most familiar with — my closest
relationship, the one that teaches me the most
about who | am and who God asks me to be.
But this is a universal experience, and everyone
— single or married, child or adult, lay or
ordained — knows how badly it feels to realize
that you're wrong. You're human. You messed
up.

It is hard to recognize that the Christian life

is one of ongoing repentance. It is painful to
acknowledge the ways in which we are falling
short, even as we strive to follow in Christ’s
example.

It can, in the words of today's reading, “cut to
the heart.”

But that feeling of despair is what propels
forward motion. We have to allow ourselves to
feel bad, that's the fertile ground of penitence.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:
Does it matter what leg you kneel on
when genuflecting?

Answer:

Genuflection is an act of devotion that
literally means “to bend the knee." For many
Catholics, it's an almost automatic gesture
that we perform before entering our pew or
row of seats at Mass. But, like many of the
symbols and gestures of our faith tradition,
genuflecting can also be an invitation for
deeper reflection.

The practice of “bending the knee"” is an
ancient way of recognizing the presence of
someone greater than we are. It has been
said that the practice dates back to the time
of Alexander the Great, but it became a
common part of etiquette in the royal courts
of the Middle Ages. From throne rooms and
palaces, it was a small step to genuflecting,
becoming part of the devotional lives of
Christians who used this secular gesture as
a way of recognizing the presence of the
One who is King of Kings, especially in the
Eucharist. In our tradition, although many
have been taught or prefer to genuflect

by placing their right knee on the ground,
there is no prescribed way to genuflect.

This is especially important to keep in mind
if physical limitations or age make certain
movements difficult for us.

Today, Catholics are asked to genuflect

in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament
(whether in the tabernacle or exposed on
the altar during eucharistic adoration).

So, while it has become second nature

to genuflect before entering your seat in
church, we should pay attention to where
the Blessed Sacrament is kept in each
church or chapel we visit, and genuflect

in the direction of the tabernacle where
the Blessed Sacrament is kept. In churches
or chapels in which the tabernacle is in a
separate space, we are invited to simply bow
toward the altar.
