Froen the P eak
Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

Lenten greetings and blessings to you. The First Sunday of Lent invites us to fight temptations by focusing
on the Living Word of God: “One does not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes forth from
the mouth of God” (Mt 4:4). This First Sunday of Lent also directs us to the one true worship and service:
“The Lord, your God, shall you worship and Him alone shall you serve” (Mt 4: 10).

The Gospel Reading proclaimed to us on this First Sunday of Lent is essential for our spiritual life, namely
our Lenten commitments. Each moment of our lives, we are faced with a multitude of temptations:
temptations of the flesh, power, addictions. Some fall into the temptation of video games, illicit
relationships, illegal substances, gossip, and public recognition. Lent is a time to return to the Lord; these
temptations navigate us away from God and His love.

Through the fight against temptations and answering the call to return to the Lord with our whole heart,
Lent invites us to ascent to the Mount of Easter, where the Risen Christ awaits us. We ascent from our
falls and sins to the love of God; we ascent from death to sins to a new life in Christ.

Apart from the spiritual Lenten message, | write to you regards the pastoral center project which Fr.
Michael St. Paul began some years ago. After consulting with the Finance Council, some members of the
Pastoral Council, some donors and Father Michael St. Paul, | wish to share with you some of the
suggestions that were offered by these parish consultative bodies and individuals.

Since building a new pastoral center is impossible with the monies pledged and raised due to the
pandemic and the current economic inflation, and the need for immediate space somewhat mitigated by
the unfortunate closing of St. Polycarp School, some suggest that the money received until now should
be used to construct a much needed restroom project; others suggest a solar panel project; and still
some others an air conditioning unit for the parish hall.

From the Finance Council meetings of the 2022 fiscal year to the last meeting on February 16, 2023, the
recommendation was to send letters to donors to ask for their interests with the suggestions stated in
the above paragraph. Therefore, next month, the parish will send to our donors a letter, which was
drafted by Deacon Larry, who was the Chairman for the Pastoral Center Project, to seek for your input
and decision. Whatever decision or interest you may have, | wish that the love and future of Saint
Polycarp will be of your interest, and that the parish as the recipient of your donation will continue to
honor your intention.

Lastly, may | invoke on you and your family the blessings of Jesus, Mary and Joseph, and especially our
Patron Saint Polycarp, whose feast day we celebrated on February 23. Thank you from my heart for your
continued support to the pastoral needs of our Saint Polycarp family.

There is a version of myself that walks into church on
Ash Wednesday and a version of myself that walks
into church on Good Friday, Aside from having the
same face, these women bear very little resemblance
to one another.

Ash Wednesday Me is fired up. She's ready to go.
She's got a stomach full of p_czki, a forehead full of
ashes, an oven full of fasting bread and a whole list
of Lenten resolutions. She's got a plan for the next
40 days and she's ready to be transformed.

Good Friday Me is tired. She's lumbering into

church dragging six weeks of failure and unfulfilled
expectations behind her. Nothing went the way it
was supposed to (again). She didn’t accomplish what
she wanted (again) and she doesn't want to dwell on
it (again).

If Satan offered both versions of myself the same
deal he offered Christ — submit to me, and you will
have the whole world — | have to wonder: which
one of these creatures, formed and fallen, would be
strong enough to defy him? Would either?

| can't say that the chipper, optimistic woman on Ash
Wednesday has more strength than the tired woman
on Good Friday.

Question:
Can you recommend some good
books for Lenten spiritual reading?

Answer:

On more than one occasion, a coach being
interviewed about his team--successful or
not--will be asked about the next step. The
inevitable response includes something
about getting back to basics. Reviewing
the fundamentals of the sport strengthens
performance and builds confidence.

The best Lenten reading takes us back

to the fundamentals. If Lent is the time

for the Church to be on retreat, then we
should focus on the texts that help us
deepen our understanding of our faith.
Spend time reading one of the Gospels
and use a Scripture commentary to

learn all you can about the passion of
Jesus. Read about the lives of the saints,
especially your patron saint and that of
your parish. Perhaps there is some local
candidate for sainthood, like Father Walter
Ciszek, SJ, who wrote several faith-
inspiring books. Finally, you can use the
Catechism of the Catholic Church to learn
more about the church’s teachings and
beliefs. The sections on prayer and the
Mass are really great reflections. Focusing
on the basics really helps us take another
step forward in our faith. We have not only
a better understanding of what we believe
and practice, but also why we believe.
With that belief comes the confidence we
need to be better, more faithful witnesses
to Christ.
