From the
Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

The Story of Creation in the Book of Genesis presents us two main ideas. First, God is the author of
creation: He creates all things. Second, God makes us in His image, and He entrusts us with the care of His
creation. To depict God's trust in us over His creation, the first chapter of the Book of Genesis elaborates,
“Then God said, ‘And now we will make human beings; they will be like us and resemble us. They will have
power over the fish, the birds, and all animals, domestic and wild, large and small.' So God created human
beings, making them to be like himself. He created them male and female, blessed them, and said, “Have
many children, so that your descendants will live all over the earth and bring it under their control. | am
putting you in charge of the fish, the birds, and all the wild animals” (Gen 1: 26-29).

The care of God's creation is called stewardship. In a parochial setting, the parish priest or the pastor is
entrusted with the role of stewardship—that is, he is to take greater care of the parish goods, both spiritual
and material goods. Canon 532 of the 1983 Code of Canon Law states, “... [The parish priest] is to ensure
that the parish goods are administered in accordance with cann. 1281-1288."

This weekend, | am presenting you an annual financial summary of your donations to the parish of Saint
Polycarp. | am proud to be your pastor. | am grateful for your great love and support to this beautiful
parish. Especially, | thank the parish priests (Fathers Tuan [2017-2022], Luis, and Nicolas), the deacons
(Ramiro, Larry, and Tri), the Finance Committee and Tom Ma (Parish Business Manager), the
Representatives from the English, Filipino, Hispanic, and Vietnamese communities, and the Parish Staff for
their counsels and supports.

A brief overview of the usage of your donations for these past two years: We resealed the parking lot.
Except for a few hard to reach areas, most lights on our campus are now LEDs. The sacristy has been tiled.
Saint Lawrence room, which is designated as a music-practice room, has a mini AC unit installed. All
classrooms and meeting rooms are repainted. All windows in the rectory are now up to date. Some of the
classroom windows in the school have been replaced, due to vandalism. All of our computers are also up to
date, to meet the cyber security requirement from the diocesan IT department. The wall in the back alley of
the school are now fenced, so that it will be a bit difficulty for intruders to scale the wall to vandalize our
school. Some of the living quarters in the rectory are repaired to prevent further structural damages caused
over the years. The school pavilion has a roof extension to be used for larger parish events, such as the
Parish Fiesta. The old school administrative office receives a face-lift to its facade.

To me, all of these physical renovations and improvements are important, but the essential element of
stewardship is YOU—the people of God. Just like any new parents, whose love for their children deepens
each day, so too is my love for you: It grows deeper each day. You journey, share laughs and sorrows, and
pray with me and with my brother priests. You generously accept and welcome us with your big hearts!
Together, we form a local church or family, in which God is our greatest Steward. In and with God, we learn
to share our gifts and talents to build His Kingdom on earth. The steward of this parish is not only my
brother priests, or me but such role includes all of you.

May God continue to open your heart to His ultimate mystery—that is, the gift of eternal life and perpetual
mercy. May Mary Our Mother, Saint Joseph, and the Patron Saint Polycarp bless you always.

ST. LUKE

Saint of the Week

Saint Luke, sometimes called The Evangelist,
is the author of the third Gospel and the Acts
of the Apostles and a physician. There is some
debate about how he came to Christianity,
though many believe he was a gentile convert.
Tradition holds him to be a native of Antioch,
Syria, possibly a slave. Most of what we

know of Luke comes from Scripture, he was
an eloguent and proficient writer, penning
with accuracy the events he recounted, He is
viewed as one of the best historical sources of
the time.

Luke was a close companion of Paul’s, joining
him at Troas about year 51 and going with

him to Macedonia and Philippi. Their paths
diverged and met again as they journeyed to
spread the Good News, Luke remained with
Paul until the latter was martyred in Rome.
Saint Luke's Gospel is viewed as one of social
justice, giving special attention to the poor,
He also emphasizes gentiles hearing the
message of Christ, It is the only Gospel with
Mary’s Magnificat, and spends the most time
illuminating the lives of the other women
around Jesus.

Accounts of Luke’s death are conflicting, scme
say he was martyred shortly after Paul others
that he lived a long life completing his Gospel
in Greece and dying at 84. He is the patron
saint of physicians.

As the seasons change, a lot of us like to
clean out our homes and unload some of the
junk we've acquired over the summer. One
trendy approach to decluttering is the Marie
Kondo method, hamed after the author who
popularized it. Overly simplified, it's a process
that compels you to go through your ciosets,
your garage, your basement — all the places
you collect the dreaded "stuff." As you do so,
you hold up the items and ask yourself: “Does
it spark joy?"

It's @ guestion that is bold in its simplicity. In
answering, you're supposed to go with your
gut.

Who is Ignatius of Antioch and
what example does he offer us in
Christian living as we celebrate his

feast day on October 17th?

As Bishop of Antioch (the modern day city of
Antakya, Turkey), lgnatius witnessed to the faith
during the reign of Emperor Trajan, who ruled
from 98-117. Persecution of Christians broke out in
Antioch, and Ignatius was captured and taken to
Rome for martyrdom in the arena.

On his journey to Rome over land and sea, Ignatius
writes seven letters to various churches, These
letters give powerful glimpses inte the theology and
practice of the early church, along with insights into
the role of a bishop as pastoral leader. Ignatius is
the first to use the term "“Catholic Church” to refer
to the various Christian communities of the Roman
Empire,

The best known of his letters is the one he wrote to
the Romans. Ignatius addresses influential Christians
who might be tempted to intercede on his behalf,
thus sparing him from martyrdom. He advises them
against it, being resolute in his desire to be the
“wheat of God."
