Therein lies the
secret, When we focus our efforts on one
virtue, or try to change one bad habit,

or seek to deepen our understanding of
one aspect of faith, we focus our efforts
and give our full attention to what we

are trying to accomplish. We tend to be
more successful achieving our goals. More
importantly, it has a ripple effect in our
lives: one thing changes or is added to the
spiritual mix of our lives and many aspects
are changed.

All too often we leave our spiritual growth
to chance and the practice of faith to
habit, and then wonder why we have no
sense of growth or progress.
