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The story of the apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima 

Our Blessed Mother appeared in Fatima on the 13th of every month from May to October 1917.  She delivered a series if messages 

during that time to three young children, Lucia dos Santos and her cousins Francisco and Jacinta Marto. While Mary discussed 

many things with the children, the message of Our Lady of Fatima can be summarized with three invitations: 

Pray the rosary: The rosary is incredibly powerful. It has the power to bring peace, the power to heal, the power to make a 

difference in your life, the lives of your loved ones, and in the world. When we pray the rosary, we can bring our needs 

and struggles, and the needs of others, to Mary.  She cares for us like a loving mother, and she want to bring our troubles 

to her son, Jesus. The impact of the rosary can have is incredible.  In fact, Mary even promised that the rosary could bring 

an end to war. 

Get spiritually healthy with penance and reparation: God has an incredible dream for you, one that can fulfill your deepest 

desires and longings.  But we often get distracted.  We make the mistake of hoping that certain people or things will fill 

us, but they can pull us away from God.  Mary invites us back through prayer and fasting. Establish a daily habit of prayer.  

It doesn’t have to be long.  Try just 10 minutes a day.  You will be amazed at the results. Whether you fast from food or 

something else like noise or complaining, offer your struggle to God, and practice fasting.  Make an effort to go to 

Reconciliation to find forgiveness and healing. 

Let Mary guide you to Jesus: Mary’s yes changed the world. She can give us the courage and hope to say yes to God’s dream 

for our own lives. Just as Mary was incredibly close to Jesus on earth, she remains close to him now in heaven.  Mary’s 

greatest desire is to bring us to her son.  All we have to do is ask, and she will bring us, along with all our desires, needs, 

and struggles, directly to her son. Taken from: Dynamic Catholic 

 

Later on December 10, 1925, the Virgin appeared to Lucia and promised to assist at the hour of death with all graces necessary for 

salvation to all those who on the first Saturday of five consecutive months, go to Confession and receive Holy Communion, recite 

five decades of the Rosary and keep her company for a quarter of an hour while meditating on the mysteries of the rosary with the 

intention of making reparation to Mary.
