Cosas Preciosas

Una vez escribi un articulo sobre una escuela que abrazaba
el enfoque educativo de Reggio Emilia. Esto significd, en la
practica, muchas cosas fascinantes y fue una pieza
divertida en la que trabajar. Pero todos estos afios
después, no podria describir con precisidn el estilo de
aprendizaje de Reggio Emilia a nadie excepto decir esto: les
dan a los nifios cuencos de vidrio y platos de porcelana.

Eso es lo que se me quedd grabado, y eso es lo que
permanece en mi memoria entre los cientos de articulos y
entrevistas sobre otros temas igualmente fascinantes.
Recuerdo aquellos tazones y tazas de vidrio alineados en
los estantes, los platos de porcelana fina, los hermosos
cubiertos brillantes que los nifios usaban para el almuerzo.

Este era un preescolar y estos estudiantes tenian tres afios.
“Si dejan caer una taza y se rompe, aprenden que el vidrio
se puede romper. Lo limpiamos,” dijo la maestra
encogiéndose de hombros. La idea era que un nifio nunca
aprendera a manejar algo fragil y precioso, ni se convertira

en un adulto que pueda respetar y apreciar algo fragil y
precioso, si no se le confia sinceramente algo precioso de
cuya fragilidad es testigo personal.

La ruptura, como ves, era parte de la educacion.

Los discipulos adoraron, pero dudaron. Y, sin embargo,
Cristo les dio la Gran Comision de todos modos, algo fragil e
importante, algo que facilmente podia dejarse caery
romperse. Cristo sabia quiénes eran, qué eran. Eran meros
seres humanos, profundamente imperfectos, asustados y
vacilantes, un poco lentos en su asimilacién. El también
sabe que eso es exactamente lo que somos. Pero él nos da
la Gran Comision tal como se la dio a ellos. Porque eso es lo
que es la Fe: es algo perfectamente hermoso, transmitido
de una persona imperfecta a otra, a lo largo de los siglos:
constantemente abandonada, constantemente rota y
constantemente, milagrosamente, reconstruida
nuevamente.

Precious Things

| once wrote an article about a school that embraced the
Reggio Emilia approach to education. This meant, in practice, a
lot of fascinating things, and it was a fun piece to work on. But
all these years later, | could not accurately describe the Reggio
Emilia style of learning to anyone except to say this: they give
the kids glass bowls and china plates.

That’s what stuck with me, and that’s what sticks out in my
memory amidst the hundreds of intervening articles and
interviews on other equally fascinating topics. | remember
those glass bowls and cups lining the shelves, the fine china
dishes, the beautiful shiny cutlery the children used for lunch.

This was a pre-school, and these students were three-year-
olds. “If they drop a cup and it shatters, then they learn that
glass can break. We clean it up,” the teacher said with a shrug.
The idea was that a child will never learn to handle a fragile,
precious thing — and grow into an adult who can respect and
cherish a fragile, precious thing — if they are not sincerely
trusted with a precious thing whose fragility they bear personal
witness to.

The breaking, you see, was part of the education.

The disciples worshiped, but they doubted. And yet, Christ
gave them the Great Commission anyway, something fragile
and important, something that could be easily dropped and
easily broken. Christ knew who they were, what they were.
They were mere human beings, deeply imperfect, scared and
hesitant, a little slow on the uptake. He knows that's exactly
what we are, too. But he gives us the Great Commission just
as he gave it to them. Because that is what the Faith is: it

is something perfectly beautiful, passed from one flawed
person to another, throughout the ages — constantly dropped,
constantly broken, and constantly, miraculously, pieced back
together again.

Answer:

Any and all gifts that the Holy
Spirit gives to the church are for
the good of the community. As
members of the Body of Christ,
what one member does affects all.
What the body does also affects
each member. A vocation or call
to ministry is tested and verified
by the church. Through prayer,
instruction, and service, a vocation
is tested, and then acknowledged
by the official call to orders or to
service.

If you are considering becoming
a deacon, the first step would be
to talk to your pastor. He will be
able to give you more specific
information on the program in
your diocese, what is expected

of you, and how you apply. You
might also begin to see a spiritual
director, someone who can help
you with your faith journey and
vocation discernment. They

do so by focusing on prayer,

your relationship with God, and
spiritual practices. Finally, you'll
need to see the diocesan vocation
director in charge of deacons to
apply.
